
When Paul closes out his letter to the Ephesians, talking about where we gain our strength to 
stand our ground, he also reminds us to pray for the saints, always be alert and always keep pray-
ing for all the Lord’s people. He then asks specifically for prayer for him.  
Pray also for me, that whenever I speak, words may be given me so that I will fearlessly make   
known the mystery of the gospel, 20 for which I am an ambassador in chains. Pray that I may de-
clare it fearlessly, as I should. Eph. 6:19-20 

This is a prayer that we need to be praying for each other and ourselves. Praying that we too may be able to speak 
fearlessly. The Greek work Paul uses in both verses that we translate to fearless is parrēsia, which means boldness 
or frankness. When I was in high school, I remember hearing lessons on this and the focus was always on not be-
ing afraid to share the gospel with others. To be fearless and willing to talk to anyone we meet or see about the 
gospel. And while there is truth in that, when we understand that Paul was saying that he wants to share the gos-
pel with boldness or frankness, it changes what that means. Yes we need to be willing to share the gospel with 
those around us, but more importantly, we need to do it in a way that is bold and frank, or speaking openly and 
confidently. I want to challenge you to share your story with someone this week, share with them what Christ has 
done in your life and how God can move in their life as well. And when you share with them, be open, confident 
and bold! 
We are just 3 months away from the start of our summer camp sessions where we will spend the summer sharing 
Christ with our campers. Our deans, volunteers and staff make every effort to boldly and openly share the gospel 
message with our campers. As summer approaches, please pray for our campers that their hearts would be open 
to hear the gospel message; for our deans, volunteers and staff that they would declare the message of Christ 
fearlessly!
