About Liberty Visions Learning Center (LVLC)
|| Liberty Visions Learning Center (LVLC) is a cornerstone of the Liberty Visions Family Ministry,
¢ .’: located in Mji Wa Huruma, Kenya. The center serves approximately 150 children with a dedi-
=™ cated team of 12 staff members, including 8 teachers, 2 cooks (who also serve as cleaners), 1
security guard, and Chipo Makaya, who is the Director.

LVLC reaches children from the Mji Wa Huruma and Githogoro slums - areas where most fami-
. lies rely on casual, day-to-day work. Parents often earn a living through domestic help, small-
scale vendlng, or operating motorcycle taxis. For these families, access to quality education is out of reach - LVLC
exists to change that.

LVLC's primary mission is to provide affordable, high-quality education to children in underserved communities,
laying a strong academic and spiritual foundation for lifelong success. This summer Hilltop campers will have the
opportunity to learn about and support LVLC. The mission’s current need is to purchase 10 acres of land to build a
practical skills learning center. The center will include space for a secondary boarding school & accommodations,
a media training center, leadership center, a chapel, and fields for crop & animal rearing. At LVLC, they believe
every child deserves a chance to thrive - regardless of where they come from.

Prince and Chipo Makaya, Zimbabwean missionaries, have served over 20 years to & 7«
communities in Kenya, East Africa. As founders of Liberty Visions, they have built -+
